Introduction

For the Stop TB Partnership Secretariat (“Secretariat”) the year 2003 can be characterized as one of striking a balance between stock taking and reorientation. 

The independent evaluation of the Stop TB Partnership undertaken during the year confirmed that it was adding major value and that “The partnership built, and is sustaining an effective umbrella network that brought diverse groups together under a common vision”. Independent evaluation of the Global Drug Facility, also completed during 2003, described it as making a significant contribution to the effort of controlling TB. However, both these evaluations emphasized the need to move away from the “start-up” phase and adopt a more business like approach and the need to mobilise more resources.

Summary

Work was undertaken in four key areas: (i) Enhancing Advocacy, Communications and Social Mobilisation. A number of high profile events were held such as Organization of a "Hit TB for a 6" campaign; Organization of two media events on the World TB day, 24 March 2003; launching of a joint two year initiative with UNAIDS; visit of two U.S. Senate aides and one U.S. Congressional aide to India; further support was provided to the Communication for Behavioural Impact (COMBI) projects to accelerate DOTS expansion; and production of a number of information products. (ii) Partnership Building. Here efforts continued at global, regional, and national levels. A systematic analysis of TB and poverty was undertaken and a final report on the findings was published; guidelines for building national partnerships and for workplace TB control were prepared and widely disseminated. (iii) Increasing Access to Drugs. During 2003 GDF approved 826,900 patient treatments to 30 countries. Work of the Green light Committee continued apace; during the year it reviewed fifteen applications and approved seven; (iv) General Management of the Secretariat. A new Executive Secretary and several other staff were appointed during the year, and concrete steps were taken to generate more resources for the Secretariat during the year as a result of which, inter alia, the funding gap for GDF for 2003 was closed.

The Secretariat is cognisant of the urgent issues that need attention and intends to take action to address them.
