Introduction

The Stop TB partnership is scaling up activities to reach the 2005 targets. The Secretariat, Working groups and partners are asked to participate in additional meetings, activities and to produce materials. Funding for these activities has come in most of instances from the budget of partners. As the pace of activities increases, funding for these activities is not always available.

Summary

The budget of the Stop TB partnership contains activities  most of the items for the biennium pertaining to the work to be done by the staff of the Secretariat in Geneva. Efforts have been made in 2003 to also get the estimated expenditures from the Working Groups to allow them to achieve their targets for 2004 and 2005.

Many partners have been contributing to the Stop TB partnership in the last few years from their own budgets. As we are trying to scale up activities in order to achieve the 2005 DOTS targets, additional funding is necessary to get the cost of these activities covered. Many partners are not able to continue to participate in increased activities if their costs are not covered.

Many activities are ad hoc (additional working group or subgroup meetings, task force meetings, meetings with donors, participation in technical visits (e.g. GLC, HBC visits etc) and depending on the involvement this is causing considerable additional costs to the partners. 

It is suggested that a specific flexible line item be established in the Stop TB partnership budget to cover costs for these additional activities to fund travel expenses and honoraria where appropriate for all partners.

Decisions requested from the Coordinating Board

Establish a line item in the Stop TB Partnership Secretariat’s budget for partner activities (technical assistance, participation in meeting, visits to HBC, donors etc as defined by the Board)
