Introduction 

The most recent assessment for the year 2002 shows that, while the treatment success rate in DOTS programmes is 82%, the case detection rate achieved in DOTS programmes, while rising steadily over the last few years, is 37%, still far from the 70% target.

Urgent action is therefore needed to accelerate proper TB control practices and involve all possible care providers, both public and private, in order to (i) substantially increase cure and detection rates with a view on the WHA 2005 targets, and (ii) reduce incidence (while decreasing deaths and prevalence by 2010) in view of the 2015 Millennium Development Goals (MDGs).  Thanks to the unprecedented financial resources made available by the Global Fund to fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria (GFATM) and other financial partners, such action now has a real chance to succeed.

Summary

ISAC is a special emergency initiative to accelerate DOTS expansion and reach the 2005 targets, within the Global Plan to Stop TB.  It ultimately aims at achieving the 2010 mortality/prevalence reduction targets and the 2015 MDG of decreasing TB incidence.  ISAC will focus international assistance and support efforts by the Stop TB Partnership on selected countries through the DOTS Expansion Working Group (DEWG), in order to do all that is possible to reach, first, the 2005 targets and, subsequently, the MDGs.  Importantly, the DEWG is fully committed to continue its regular efforts to support all 22 HBCs and other countries in need.  ISAC, therefore, is an extraordinary and additional effort to accelerate DOTS expansion and TB control in selected countries in need of catalytic action to achieve the targets.  For the first phase of ISAC the following countries were selected: China, Indonesia, Pakistan, Uganda, Kenya, Russia and Romania. Donors are being approached to provide financial support.
