Introduction 

An analysis of the Independent External Evaluation of the Global Stop TB Partnership was carried out by the Evaluation Steering Committee and the Working Committee of the Coordinating Board.  Certain recommendations, numbers 34, 56, 63 and 64,  were considered to be worthy of discussion by the full Coordinating Board.  The aim of this paper is to outline these recommendations and the associated issues in order to facilitate such discussion. 



Summary

· Regarding recommendation 34, the preferred process for the selection of constituency representatives on the Coordinating Board may vary for different categories of representative.  A key consideration is whether an open selection process is desirable or whether the Board would prefer to target potential Board members more strategically through an internal process.

· Regarding recommendation 56, The Board is requested to provide guidance on the potential for developing and expanding partnerships especially involving NGOs and civil society as set out in the draft Stop TB/WHO document "The Power of Partnerships" at regional and country level.

· Regarding recommendations 63 and 64, the Board is requested to issue a statement to WHO regarding the reporting lines of the Executive Secretary and the grade classification of the Executive Secretary post.


Decisions requested from the Coordinating Board

· A decision on the process of selection to be followed for each relevant Board constituency.

· A decision on the degree of emphasis and priority to be place on partnership building at regional and country levels.

· Agreement on a statement to issue to WHO regarding the reporting lines and grade of the Executive Secretary.
