Introduction The Evaluation Steering Committee and the Working Committee of the Coordinating Board have analysed the recommendations of the Independent External Evaluation of the Global Stop TB Partnership that was undertaken by the Institute for Health Sector Development and completed in 2003.   The outcome of this analysis comprises the following: 1) A selection of 64 recommendations out of the total of 93 recommendations of the Evaluation team, are now proposed for endorsement by the Coordinating Board, in the form in which they appear in the Evaluation report document.  2) A set of 9 new recommendations are proposed for endorsement.  These recommendations are based on those of the Evaluation report, but have been modified by the Committees.  3) A proposal to the Coordinating Board to reject one recommendation.  4) A proposal on Coordinating Board function and structure, delegation of authority by the Coordinating Board, and Working Group Processes, based on 16 recommendations and described in detail in agenda item 1.04/5.   5) A discussion paper on the  remaining 4 recommendations that require discussion by the full Coordinating Board, as described in agenda item 1.04/6.  6) An action plan to ensure an appropriate response by the Partnership to the recommendations proposed here for endorsement, described in agenda item 1.04/7.
