e Key observations
— TB REACH is a "relevant and value-added initiative"

— Design of TB REACH’s funding support is effective and
works well

— High level of demand from countries

— Successfully funded innovative approaches leading to
additional TB cases detected amongst high risk
population groups and in high-burden countries

— Efficient functioning of the Secretariat and the
independent M&E agency

e Key recommendations

— The level of strategic direction by its governance
bodies can be enhanced

— Greater attention to, and investment on, promoting
the sustainability and scalability of successful
approaches

— "Our assessment is that TBR serves a unique and
arguably unmet need for improved/early case
detection, and given its overall effective performance
to date, the initiative should aim to diversify its
resource base and continue to support and scale up
innovative approaches to TB case detection in
countries."
