This 
has offered an unprecedented level of exposure at political level.  How to best support and 
deploy this post in the future is also an issue for reflection.  

The Goodwill Ambassadors have engaged in various activities on behalf of the Stop TB 
Partnership, including raising awareness with the general public and exposure to the 
media. 
The program has been based on a strategy developed in 2007 and revised in early 2010.  
In light of the increased visibility of the program and of the changing global advocacy 
needs, a revision of the strategy is required to ensure effectiveness of the project. 

It is proposed that a revised strategic paper is brought to the Coordinating Board for 
endorsement at the Spring 2011 meeting.
