	Rationale: 

The 2009 Global TB Control Report released in March 2009 revealed that one out of four TB deaths is HIV-related, twice as many as previously recognized. In 2007, there were an estimated 1.37 million new cases of tuberculosis among HIV-infected people and 456,000 deaths. 
The Partnership has conducted a number of activities in the past to raise awareness of and political commitment for the scale up of collaborative TB/HIV activities, including  the Global Leaders Forum in June 2008, the Call for Action, and the recent special ministerial session of the AFRO Regional Committee in Kigali, Rwanda in September 2009.  The latest data will be released in Cancun at the upcoming Union Conference in December.

	Summary: 
UN Secretary General's Special Envoy to Stop TB, Jorge Sampaio will provide an overview of progress made in outreach and advocacy to ministers of health of high burden Africa countries to scale up collaborative TB HIV activities.
