	Rationale: 

To hear the recommendations and findings from the strategic plan commissioned by the Board to find ways of better engaging the private sector in the fight against tuberculosis.


	Summary: 

The Private Sector was established as a constituency on the Stop TB Partnership Coordinating Board in October 2004. The World Economic Forum acted as the Secretariat for the Constituency until 2009. The main objectives of this constituency are to: 

1. Bring business perspectives, input, expertise and resources into activities and strategies of the Partnership;

2. Advocate for and participate in a collaborative approach to product development and supply in global TB control efforts;

3. Advocate for increased involvement of the private sector in the global fight against TB.

The Board discussed Private Sector engagement at its meetings in Bagamoyo (Oct. 2008) and  Rio (Apr. 2009). The decision of the Coordinating Board was to mandate the constituency to develop a strategic plan and action steps through a consultancy.  The Board representative, Jean-Francois de Lavison, will present the strategy and its recommendations for discussions and approval.
The Board will engage in a discussion about the strategy, its findings and recommendations from the PSC representative.
