	Rationale: 

To review major output documents from the recent 3rd Stop TB Partners Forum.  As outlined in the Partnership's Basic Framework (available for download at http://www.stoptb.org/stop_tb_initiative/), the recently concluded Partners Forum has a number of functions, including:  to identify problems and new challenges and to exchange information thereon; to consolidate and reinforce partners commitment, particularly high level commitment, to the objectives of the Partnership; to create and exploit opportunities for advocacy, information exchange, communications and awareness activities in promotion of Partnership aims; and to review overall progress towards implementation of the Stop TB Partnership, review reports presented by the Board and to make recommendations to the Board. 

	Summary: 

Four major output documents were produced as a result of the 3rd Stop TB Partners' Forum:  the 85 Rio Recommendations (DOC. 2.09-9.1 -- available on the website ) produced by Partners according to the Rio Process approved by the Board (1.09-3.0); the Rio Recommendations Synthesis (DOC. 2.09-9.2) of the 85 recommendations, requested by the Executive Committee at its 24th teleconference, to avoid overlap, identify complementarities and prioritize decision making; the Rapporteur's Report (DOC. 2.09-9.3) by the Chief Rapporteur Richard Smith covering the content of many of the Forum's Sessions; and the Forum Technical Report (DOC. 2.09-9.4) produced by the Secretariat and Steering Committee focusing on lessons learned from the organization and management of the Forum.

1. To endorse and adopt the reports, including lessons learned to inform future planning

2. To endorse the Partnership response to the recommendations and provide guidance on any additional measures required for the response
