	Rationale: Following the presentation of the Research Movement (RM) strategic plan at the CB in Rio, activities have been carried out in various areas following the set steps to reach the two objectives of the RM: (1) to provide leadership and advocacy to mobilize increased resources in support of a coherent and comprehensive global TB research agenda; and (2) to provide a forum for funders and implementers of TB research to coordinate plans and actions, with the result of ensuring that research needs are addressed, opportunities prioritized, and gaps filled. 

	Summary: 

Since March 2009, we have been conducting the following activities:

1. Global funding of TB research: in order to map out funds that are disbursed in TB research globally, we have collaborated with TAG in their annual survey of global TB R&D funding, and a report will be issued at the World Lung Conference in Cancun in December 2009. In parallel, we have initiated an update of  the Global Plan to Stop TB 2006-2015 (Doc. 2.09-10.1), in which the research budget for drugs, vaccines and diagnostics are estimated according to a commonly agreed methodology based on real investment measures. This work is being carried out through the involvement of the new tools WGs in collaboration with the MDR-TB and TB/HIV WGs as well as the DEWG Childhood TB subgroup. 
2. Development of a Global TB Research Agenda: This follows a stepwise process, starting with the inventory and mapping of the present research agendas, followed by a series of specific thematic workshops assembling researchers and stakeholders, with the aim of identifying gaps and priority needs and designing concise and prioritized thematic agendas (e.g. Basic Research, Operational Research, Diagnostics, etc.). In collaboration with McGill's University and the Cochrane Centre, we have engaged in a systematic review of the research agendas published on TB over the past ten years, with the aim of identifying themes, commonalities, directions and priorities. In addition, in collaboration with McGill's University, we have initiated a project intending to Map out the landscape of TB diagnostic research and evaluating the quality of evidence. Lastly,  we have initiated a mapping of the Operational Research landscape through a census of the various institutions, NGOs, international organizations and academics carrying out OR on TB and an evaluation of the areas of research. Thematic workshops are planned in the areas of basic research (Febr 2010) and operational research (March 2010).
We propose to present the status and provisory results of these activities, in collaboration with Dr Madhukar Pai: 

- A Systematic Review of TB Research Agendas 
- Mapping the Landscape of Diagnostic Research
- Mapping the Landscape of Operational Research 
- Updating the R&D component of the Global Plan
