	Rationale: 
As follow-up to the first HIV-TB Global Leader's Forum held at the United Nations in New York in June 2008 and the Call for Action [Doc. 1.09-5.1] issued at that time, and in order to secure firm commitments to deliver on full nation-wide scale up of proven joint TB/HIV best practice in the context of strengthened national health systems, it is proposed to hold a high level debate with Ministers of Health from TB/HIV high burden countries to catalyse action at the national level.



	Summary: 
The Partnership Secretariat (with key partner agencies based in Geneva, Switzerland) proposes to engage ministers collectively in discussion and debate to highlight the revised estimates on global TB-HIV burden with the 63 Ministers of Health of the countries most affected by the burden of TB/HIV co-infection.   
Three options are proposed in this regard:   
The first two options would take place in Geneva, Switzerland, and would centre on a roundtable high-level dialogue and dinner debate during either WHO World Health Assembly (18-27 May 2009) or the UN's Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) Substantive Session (6-31 July 2009).  
The high-level dialogue is envisaged to be a joint exercise between Stop TB Partners – WHO, UNAIDS, Global Fund, FIND (among others) and the Special Envoy to Stop TB.  A “steering committee” made up of the agencies involved would guide the preparation and implementation of the project.  
As the first week of the UN's Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) Substantive Session (6-31 July 2009) meeting is being facilitated by WHO and is scheduled to have a special focus on health, both major meetings (WHA and ECOSOC) can be expected to yield a high presence of Ministers in Geneva.
Alternatively, the third option proposed is to take advantage of Regional Committee meetings of the two highest burden regions - the Africa Region (AFRO) and the South East Africa Region (SEARO).  This third option could take place over the course of one day prior to the Regional Committee meetings and would potentially allow for more focused discussions centered around specific regional issues, conditions and challenges.


	Decisions requested (from Stop TB Coordinating Board): 

1. To endorse a high level debate with ministers of the 63 high burden TB-HIV countries on how to scale up best practice globally and to determine its timing:  either (i) during the World Health Assembly (18-27 May), (ii) during the UN ECOSOC Substantive Session (6-31 July), or (iii) prior to regional committee meetings in AFRO and SEARO
