	Rationale: 
The lack of effective new tools, whether they be diagnostics, drugs or vaccines, is hindering progress in TB control and eventually elimination.  Exploring the means by which the partnership can expand its engagement with science and industry with the aim of accelerating research, development and effective uptake of new tools is critical to the success of the partnership's undertakings.

	Summary: 
Identifying the means and actions required to accelerate TB research is a common theme that runs through a variety of events in 2009.  Agreeing upon the next steps needed to bring together the Research Movement [Doc. 1.09-6.2] so that it is positioned to advocate for and coordinate in a meaningful sense the efforts of science, research and technology to control TB should ensure that the comparative advantage of each partner is used effectively and efficiently.  The Research Movement's efforts to track resources, identify gaps and advocate for sufficient funding should also facilitate the mobilization of resources so that funds available can be matched to needs and are appropriate for a revitalized international TB research agenda.
As a part of the high level series of meetings in 2009, the Pacific Health Summit [Doc. 1.09-6.1] is a unique venue bringing together leaders of science, industry and policy to examine the specific challenges of MDR-TB in 2009, the response by science and other stakeholders to it and how progress against it can be accelerated.  One potential driver that can act to spur innovation, as demonstrated in a variety of other fields, has been the X Prize [Doc 1.09-6.3] which is currently exploring the possibility of a prize for innovative TB diagnostics.
