	Rationale:  The global financial crisis has stimulated urgent and necessary discussions in the global health community given its likely implications for health outcomes, health programmes, domestic finance, development aid flows, research aid and institutional sustainability. All relate as well to the objectives and functions of the Stop TB Partnership and its partners. From past recessions and crises, it is clear that there may be potential for important TB incidence & mortality impacts.

	Summary: Late 2008 saw the initiation of a range of commentaries and analysis on the likely implications of the global financial crisis on health and development.  In January, the World Health Organization organized a high-level meeting with Member States, multilaterals, development aid agencies, other donors, academics and civil society to discuss what needed to be done in the coming months to better elucidate, prevent and/or prepare for impacts on health.  Five areas for action were defined by the participants.  These are also relevant to frame discussion of TB & partnership implications. The brief introductory presentation for the discussion will provide examples of links in each area:
Leadership - to protect overall sustained financing for health, and TB care/control, including commodities - domestic finance and development aid flows
Monitoring and analysis - to increase M/E capacity & documentation to foresee problems and prepare/react.
Pro-poor and pro-health public spending - to ensure focus, as per the Stop TB Strategy and Global Plan, on basic services and reaching the most vulnerable.
Policies for the health sector - to focus on working with all public, private and civil society partners - improved efficiency and universal health coverage 
New ways of doing business in international health - to engage in increased collaboration & harmonization, especially at country level and among financing mechanisms.

	Decisions requested (from Stop TB Coordinating Board): 
This is a brainstorming/discussion session. Next steps may be considered for:

(a)  monitoring and evaluation of epidemiological, programmatic and partnership impact, especially by prompting endemic countries to report on any changes/threats, including related to domestic financing or ODA. 
(b) scenario planning based on possible changes in disease incidence, domestic finance, commodities security, aid flows, research financing,  or further consolidation or harmonization of efforts within TB and across global health.
