Dr Ali Mohamed Shein 
Vice President of Tanzania
Following completion of his early education in Zanzibar and a short stint as Assistant to the Deputy Principal Secretary of Education, Dr Shein completed medical school at Odessa State University, USSR.  He received his M.Sc. in Medical Biochemistry at University of Newcastle Medical School, UK. He also pursued a Ph.D. in Clinical Biochemistry and Metabolic Medicine specializing in Inborn Defects of Metabolism.
On returning to Tanzania in 1989, Dr Shein took over as Head of the Department of Pathology at the Ministry of Health. In 1995, he was appointed by the President of Zanzibar to be a Member of the House of Representatives and the following month became Deputy Minister at the Ministry of Health.  

Dr Shein was designated Minister of State in the President’s Office in 2000. On 13 July 2001, the President of the United Republic of Tanzania appointed Dr Shein as the Vice President of Tanzania. He was re-elected for this position in 2005. As Vice President, Dr Shein remains committed to health issues.
