	Rationale: 

Rifat Atun (Global Fund) will present an analysis of Global Fund collaboration with Stop TB, in particular funding by Stop TB Strategy component and comparison with funding allocated to HIV, Malaria and HSS.  The TB Technical Assistance Mechanism of the Stop TB Partnership (TBTEAM) will then present on developments since Jakarta and operational challenges in supporting Global Fund proposal preparation.  

	Summary: 

Mandated and endorsed by the 9th Stop TB Partnership Coordinating Board (meeting at Assisi in November 2005), TBTEAM maximizes the network of Stop TB partners, including National TB Programmes, local and international NGOs, financial partners, and WHO at country, regional and global levels. It links with all technical bodies of the Stop TB Partnership including: Green Light Committee, Global Laboratory Initiative, Global Drug Facility, the TBCAP mechanism and all implementation working groups of the Stop TB Partnership. TBTEAM provides a platform for coordination, encourages collaboration, promotes available expertise and facilitates planning for technical assistance according to needs. TBTEAM aims to promote local ownership of planning for and accessing technical assistance based on sound technical discussion by National Interagency Coordination Committees (ICCs) or other TB coordination mechanisms.

TBTEAM offers technical assistance for all components of the Stop TB Strategy and throughout the lifecycle of Global Fund grants (proposal development, grant negotiation, implementation, monitoring and evaluation). 

TBTEAM Round 8 TB proposals saw the largest number of submissions to date (59).  The number of proposals recommended for funding by the GF Technical Review Panel (29 – including 5 with Health Systems Strengthening section) was higher than in Round 7 (21) and the success rate remained the same (51%). The total funding recommended for five years was approximately US$ 968 million for TB (including HSS components). This amount will comprise US$ 900 for the only TB component, 2.5 times higher than round 7 (US$356 million in Round 7).  Despite this achievement, TB remains low in percentages terms with 13% (excluding HSS) of the overall funding in Round 8 – the remaining funding going to malaria (40%), HIV (37% and HSS (10%).  
The Global Fund launched Round 9 on 1 October 2008 with a deadline for submission of 21 January 2009. There will likely be 20 resubmissions of Round 8 proposals and 15 new proposals submitted, as estimated by TBTEAM. In view of the vital areas of the Stop TB Strategy and Global Plan that are behind target (especially in planning for case detection enhancement, management of drug resistant TB, laboratory strengthening, engagement of providers, TB/HIV and infection control) TBTEAM will make a strong push for countries to be more ambitious in planning and budgeting TB proposals.

	Decisions requested (from Stop TB Coordinating Board): 

1. To decide on a strategy and issue a call for massive scale up of requests from countries for TB through the Global Fund mechanism

2. To mandate the approach/key for the Board delegation at the Global Fund Board thematic session on TB to be held in New Delhi (November 6-7 2008) - in particular to request a joint call for scale up
