	Rationale: 

To hear from members of the business sector constituency on current and planned efforts to increase business sector engagement in TB activities.  



	Summary: 

The Private Sector was established as a constituency on the Stop TB Partnership Coordinating Board in October 2004. The World Economic Forum acts as the Secretariat for the Constituency. The main objectives of this constituency are to: 

1. Bring business perspectives, input, expertise and resources into activities and strategies of the Partnership;

2. Advocate for and participate in a collaborative approach to product development and supply in global TB control efforts;

3. Advocate for increased involvement of the private sector in the global fight against TB.

The Board discussed Private Sector engagement at its meeting in April 2007 in Geneva. The Board representative, Jean-Francois de Lavison, will report back on progress. Individual companies, business coalitions, and foundations such as the World Economic Forum have been increasing their activities and support to global TB efforts, particularly encouraging the engagement of more corporate sector companies in global TB activities. 

As an example of the impact business can have in the fight against TB, the Vice President of the Global Business Coalition will present past achievements, findings of the new report "The State of Business and HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria", and future initiatives as their member companies move into a greater engagement in TB. 
The Board will engage in a discussion about expanded opportunities and collaboration with the private sector. In particular, the Board may want to clarify the gaps that the corporate sector could fill in order to support the Global Plan. 

	Decisions requested (from Stop TB Coordinating Board): 

1) To provide a clear mandate for the development of a private sector strategy 

2) To request a draft or outline of the strategy to be presented at the Stop TB Partners' Forum in March 2009 for endorsement by the constituency
3) To mandate the constituency to leverage their networking capabilities to mobilize the business sector to take part in the Partners' Forum and other key events in 2009
