	Rationale: 
Bold new leadership is needed to galvanize action on the HIV/TB epidemic.  In view of the Call for Action at the HIV-TB Global Leaders' Forum (Doc 2.08-13.1), the Roundtable will be an opportunity to discuss with Ministers how we can achieve nation wide scale of TB-HIV services and address the outstanding rate limiting factors/bottlenecks to success globally. 

	Summary: 

The HIV pandemic presents a massive challenge to the global control of TB at all levels, particularly in view of the emergence of drug resistant TB. At least one-third of the 33.2 million people living with HIV (PLHIV) worldwide are also infected with TB and it is the leading cause of death among PLHIV in Africa and a major cause of death elsewhere.  PLHIV have a much increased risk of developing TB disease i.e. a 5-15% risk of developing TB every year compared to non HIV infected persons who have a less than 10% risk over their lifetime.  The dual threat of HIV/TB could undermine this effort, especially on the African continent, where the true extent of the burden remains unclear. Despite successful pilot projects, we are significantly behind the scale up required to meet the targets to the Global Plan to Stop TB. Ministers and national representatives will discuss how nation-wide scale of TB and HIV services can be achieved and the additional steps needed what are the primary bottlenecks that are slowing progress.

Ministers will make practical observations on how nation-wide scale up of the 12 TB-HIV collaborative activities can be achieved.  In particular, how can implementation of those activities (3Is - intensified case finding, infection control and isoniazid preventive therapy -IPT) to reduce the burden of TB in PLHIV be achieved at the same time as screening all people living with HIV for TB in order to provide them with TB prevention therapy or treatment?  

Ministers and national representatives will also be asked to comment on the problem of antiquated diagnostics and drugs for TB and the implications of the huge unmet research needs for country programmes.  

	Decisions requested (from Stop TB Coordinating Board): 

1. To review the estimates of the TB-HIV burden;

2. To call for the development of plans for nation-wide scale up of TB-HIV services in all TB-HIV priority countries;  

3. To request the Global Fund makes it mandatory to include TB components in all HIV proposals and HIV components in all TB proposals in the 63 TB-HIV priority countries;
4. To call for additional investment and emphasis on TB-HIV advocacy and research.

	Implications (political / financial / staffing, etc): 

· Review of TB-HIV burden.
· Technical support to high priority countries in support of nation-wide scale up.
